A Resolution of the Menahga City Council Declaring Slum and Blighted Area

WHEREAS, the City of MENAHGA is concerned about the economic viability of slum and
blighted area within its corporate limits; and

WHEREAS, the slum and blighted area projects a negative visual image of the community;
and

WHEREAS, the economic, social, physical, and cultural well-being of the City is adversely
affected by the conditions of this slum and blighted area; and

WHEREAS, there exists the opportunity to improve, preserve, and re-develop this slum and
blighted area to the benefit of the community; and

WHEREAS, the following detrimental conditions have been identified which qualify the area
under State law and Community Development Block Grant Program requirements:

1) Public Improvements are in a general state of deterioration; or

2) At least 25% of the buildings are deteriorated or deteriorating, and have at least one of
the following characteristics: physical deterioration of building or improvement;
abandonment of property; chronic high turnover or vacancy rate; significant decline in
property value or abnormally low property value in relation to other areas of the
community; or known or suspected environmental contamination.

WHEREAS, of all the parcels within the target area, 21 of them are occupied by buildings, of
the 21 buildings in the target area, 15 of them are structurally standard, 6 of them are structurally
substandard, and 0 are dilapidated.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT resolved by the Menahga City Council that the following area is
designated a “Slum and Blighted Area”.

The Central
Minnesota Housing Partnership (CMHP) has been asked by the city to compile and submit the
Full Application, which is due February 22, 2018.

An informational meeting will be held on Wednesday, January 24" at 6 PM at the
Menahga city hall. If you reside in one of the homeowner target areas or you own a commercial
building located in the commercial target area you are encouraged to attend this meeting. Maps
of the target areas can be viewed at the city hall.

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“As you can imagine the applications for these funds are very competitive. Last year only
twenty-six communities received their request for funds” said Ed Zimny, Program Manager for
Central MN Housing Partnership. One of the areas that increases a community’s chances of
receiving funding is to be able to demonstrate owner interest in using the program funds. A well-
attended meeting will improve Menahga’s chances for a successful application. Mr. Zimny will
provide an overview on how the program works, what the eligibility requirements are, and how
much funding will be available on a per project basis.

Ordinance No. 2018-001

An Ordinance of the Menahga City Council Amending Menahga Municipal Code
Chapter 31, Sections 35-39, Planning Commission

The City of Menahga, Minnesota ordains:

Section 1. Classification. This ordinance shall be permanent in nature and shall be
incorporated into the Menahga Municipal Code.

Section 2. If any provisions of this ordinance is for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or
invalid, in whole, or in part, by any court or competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed
severable, and such unconstitutionality of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining
portions of this law, which remaining portions shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 4. This ordinance is enacted pursuant to Minnesota Statute 412.221 Subdivision 32.

Section 5. Menahga Municipal Code Chapter 31, sections 35-39 are hereby amended to read
as follows (new language is underlined and deleted language is stricken):

Section 31.35 Establishment.
A Planning Commission for the city is established. The Commission shall be the city planning
agency authorized by M.S. § 462.354, Subdivision 1, as it may be amended from time to time.

Section 31.36 Composition and membership.

A. The Planning Commission shall consist of five members from the resident population of the
city te-be appointed by the Mayor with the approval of the Council.

1. The appointees shall be appointed to serve staggered terms of three years, except as
noted below, commencing on the first day of January in the year of appointment.

2. Upon expiration of a term, the appointee shall continue until reappointed or a successor
is appointed.

3. Absence from any three meetings in a year, unless excused in advance by the chair,
constitutes a vacancy.

4. In the event of any vacancy, the Mayor, with the approval of the Council, shall appoint a
person to complete the unexpired term.

Each of the five regular Planning Commission members shall have equal voting privileges.
Any member may be removed for cause by majority vote of the City Council upon written
charge and after a public hearing held by the city council.

Section 31.37 Organization and meetings.

A.

At the first regular meeting in January, the Commission shall elect a chairman; and vice
chairman-and-a-seeretary from among its appointed members, each for a term of one year.

B. The Commission may create and fill other offices as it may determine.
C.

The Commission shall meet on the third Thursday of each month, unless otherwise

determined by the Commission. held-a+reeting-each-month-at-a-time-and-place-as-they-may

fixby-reselution.
Special meetings may be called at any time by the Chairpersen, or in case of the Chairpersen’s

absence, by the Vice Chairpersen.

Written minutes of meetings shall be kept and filed with the Clerk/Treasurer/Administrator
prior to the next regular scheduled Council meeting, but shall be subject to approval at the
next Planning Commission meeting.

No expenditures by the Commission shall be made unless and until authorized for the purpose
by the Council.

Section 31.38 Duties and powers, execution of plans.

A. Power and Duties. The Planning Commission shall have the powers and duties given city
planning agencies generally by law and Fhe—Cemmission shall also exercise the duties
conferred upon it by this code.

B. Comprehensive Plan.

1. Hshal-be-thepurpose—oftThe Planning Commission shall t& prepare and recommend
council adoption a comprehensive plan for the physical development of the city, including
proposed public buildings, street arrangements and improvements, efficient design of
major thoroughfares for traffic movement wmeving—of—traffie, parking facilities, public
utilities services, parks and playgrounds, a general land use plan and other matters
relating to the physical development of the city.

2. The plan may be prepared in sections, each of which shall relate to the overall
comprehensive plan.

3. The Commission shall periodically, but at least every five years, review the comprehensive
plan and any ordinances or program implementing the plan.

5. The plan will serve as a pattern and guide for the orderly physical development of the city
and as a basis for judging the timely disbursements of funds to implement the objective.

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6. Means of effectuating the plan shall, among other things, consist of a zoning ordinances,
subdivision regulations, capital improvement programming and technical review, and
recommendations of matters referred to the Planning Commission by the Council.

C. Zoning Code. The Planning Commission shall review all proposed amendments to the zoning
chapter, take-partin hold public hearings and make recommendations to the Council as may
be prescribed by the zoning chapter.

D. Conditional Use Permits. The Planning Commission may shall make recommendations on all
reguests—fora conditional use permit requests under the terms of the zoning chapter. The
Commission shall report its recommendations to the Council for council action.

E. Subdivision of Land and Rezone Requests. The Planning Commission may shall make
recommendations in relation to the subdividing of land and rezone requests as prescribed by
the zoning chapter. The Commission shall report its recommendation to the Council for council
action.

F. Capital Improvement Plan.

1. The Planning Commission shall_yearly, review endeaver—to—obtain—from—city—officers—a
deseriptive—list—ofpropesed—imprevements—for the ensuing five-year peried capital

improvement plan. The Planning Commission shall also request from the local school
district a similar list of its proposed public works.

2. The Planning Commission shall list and classify all proposed public works projects and
shall prepare a coordinated program of proposed public works projects for the ensuing
year and for a projected five-year period.

31.35 ESTABLISHMENT.

A Planning Commission for the city is established. The Commission shall be the city planning
agency authorized by M.S. § 462.354, Subdivision 1, as it may be amended from time to time.
(77 Code, § 204.01)

31.36 COMPOSITION AND MEMBERSHIP.

(A) The Planning Commission shall consist of five members from the resident population of the
city to be appointed by the Mayor with the approval of the Council. The appointees shall
be appointed to serve staggered terms of three years, except as noted below, commencing
on the first day of January in the year of appointment. Upon expiration of a term, the
appointee shall continue until reappointed or a successor is appointed. Absence from any
three meetings in a year, unless excused in advance by the chair, constitutes a vacancy. In
the event of any vacancy, the Mayor, with the approval of the Council, shall appoint a
person to complete the unexpired term.

(B) One member may be a Council member or the Clerk/Treasurer/Administrator to be
appointed by the Mayor with Council approval, for a one-year term to expire on December
31 of each year.

(C) Other persons may serve in a ex-officio capacity as the Council may in its discretion deem
appropriate.

(D) Each of the five regular Planning Commission members shall have equal voting
privileges. Any member may be removed for cause by majority vote of the City Council
upon written charge and after public hearing. ("77 Code, § 204.02)

31.37 ORGANIZATION AND MEETINGS.

(A) At the first regular meeting in January, the Commission shall elect a chairman, vice
chairman and a secretary from among its appointed members, each for a term of one
year. The Commission may create and fill other offices as it may determine. The
Commission shall hold a meeting each month at a time and place as they may fix by
resolution. Special meetings may be called at any time by the Chairperson, or in case of
the Chairperson’s absence, by the Vice Chairperson. Written minutes of meetings shall be
kept and filed with the Clerk/Treasurer/Administrator prior to the next regular scheduled
Council meeting, but shall be subject to approval at the next Planning Commission
meeting.

(B) No expenditures by the Commission shall be made unless and until authorized for the
purpose by the Council. (77 Code, § 204.03)

31.38 DUTIES AND POWERS; EXECUTION OF PLANS.

(A) The Planning Commission shall have the powers and duties given city planning agencies
generally by law.

(B) Upon the adoption of a comprehensive plan or any section thereof, it shall be the concern
of the Planning Commission to recommend to the Council reasonable and practicable
means for putting into effect the plan or section thereof in order that the same will serve as
a pattern and guide for the orderly physical development of the city and as a basis for
judging the timely disbursements of funds to implement the objective. Means of
effectuating the plan shall, among other things, consist of a zoning ordinance, subdivision
regulations, capital improvement programming and technical review, and recommendations
of matters referred to the Planning Commission by the Council.

(C) (1) The Planning Commission shall review all proposed amendments to the zoning
chapter, take part in public hearings and make recommendations to the Council as may be
prescribed by the zoning chapter.

(2) The Planning Commission may make recommendations on all requests for a
conditional use permit under the terms of the zoning chapter. The Commission shall report
its recommendations to the Council for action.

(D) The Planning Commission may make recommendations in relation to the subdividing of
land as prescribed by the chapter. The Commission shall report its recommendation to the
Council for action.

(E) (1) The Planning Commission shall endeavor to obtain from city officers a descriptive list
of proposed improvements for the ensuing five-year period. The Planning Commission
shall also request from the local school district a similar list of its proposed public works.
(2) The Planning Commission shall list and classify all proposed public works and shall
prepare a coordinated program of proposed public works for the ensuing year and for a
projected five-year period. The program shall be recommended by the Planning
Commission to the Council and to other officers, departments, boards or public bodies as
have jurisdiction over the recommended planning or construction of public works. (77
Code, § 204.04)

(F) All applications for variances shall be referred to the city’s Planning Commission and
forwarded with or without recommendations directly to the Council for its decision.

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City Administrator’s Report
January 8, 2018

Liquor Store
The annual inventory was conducted on January 1, 2018. The count went well and the inventory
was verified by the new auditor.

Off-sale continues to see an increase in Sunday liquor sales. The Liquor Store Manager will
continue to monitor the sales.

The part-time bartender position is advertised at this time. Applications will be reviewed as they
are received, with the intention of the council hiring the new employee in February.

Police Department

The Department has been busy responding to calls related to the weather. There have not been
any major accidents. However, the Chief encourages the public to slow down on the snow and
ice. The Chief also encourages the public to check on their friends and neighbors and to bring
pets inside during this cold weather.

Public Works Department

To help prevent waterline freezing during this cold weather pattern, homeowners are advised to
continually check their crawl spaces and basements to make sure their water meter spaces are
heated or have heat tape and insulation covering the meter and the line coming into their house.

Homeowners may also monitor their water temperature and if the temperature gets below 38
degrees, they may have to run their water to keep their waterlines from freezing. At this time,
running water is at the homeowner’s expense because the City’s water temperature is holding at
44 degrees. If the City’s water temperature drops below 38 degrees, the City will start a freeze
run and allow residents to run water, at the City’s expense.

The Department continues to remove snow and sand where needed. When the temperature is
below zero, the salt and sand struggles stay in place because the pavement and air temperature
are the same. The Department will continue monitoring and sand when needed. A future item to
discuss with the council is the storage shed. More information will be before the council at a later
date regarding repairs and the needed additional square footage for storage.

Because businesses are prohibited from pushing their snow into the City streets, the City is
keeping the softball field clear so that businesses have a place to put the snow from their parking
lots and sidewalks.

The job description for the part-time position is being worked on with the intention of posting the
position by mid-January.
