Summary statement: Ordinance No. 2017-001 amends Menahga Municipal Code Chapter 30.
The majority of the text is taken from the existing text in MMC Chapter 30, State Statute and the
City Council Bylaws adopted on December 10, 2012. The language will now be contained in one
document, the Menahga Municipal Code.

Each section of Chapter 30 has been amended as follows:

Section 30.01 Meetings:
e The section has been bulleted, making it easier to read.
Subsection B has been amended to further define meeting notice requirements.
Subsection C enacts language regarding emergency meetings.
Subsection D enacts language regarding closed meetings.
Subsection E strikes “Initial” and inserts “Organizational”.

Section 30.02 Presiding Officer; procedure:
e The section has been bulleted, making it easier to read.

Section 30.03 Appeal procedure:
e The section has been bulleted, making it easier to read.
e Subsection B clarifies that an appeal must be made by motion.
e Subsection D clarifies that the appeal must be voted on by all of the members present at
the meeting.

Section 30.04 Minutes; recording and approval:
e The section has been bulleted, making it easier to read.
e Subsection B2 has been amended to state the minutes will be included in the council packet.

Section 30.05 Order of business. The order of business has been amended to more closely follow
the language in the City Council Bylaws.

e Subsection A — Call to Order remains the same.

e Subsection B — Roll Call is new. The roll call will be taken by the Administrator and
attendance recorded in the minutes.

e Subsection C — Pledge of Allegiance remains the same.

e Subsection D — Approval of agenda is new language and includes two subsections. When
the council comes to this portion of the agenda, the Mayor will ask for a motion to approve
the agenda. Once the motion is made and voted on, no other items can be added to the
agenda. Please note that there are some exceptions in Robert’s Rules.
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» Subsection D1 — Approval of consent agenda is new. The consent agenda is an area of
the agenda where routine items, not requiring any type of discussion is placed. A motion
is made to approve the consent agenda. Once the motion is made and voted on, the
consent agenda is passed and there is no further discussion on the items. If a member
believes discussion is needed on a consent agenda item, the member may request the
item be moved to a different area of the agenda. This request is made prior to approval
of the agenda.

» Subsection D.2. — Approval of minutes is moved from the previous section.

Subsection E — Communication and appearance requests amends the former language

“Presentation by guests, citizens, and Council members”. Further clarification of this

subsection is provided below under Section 30.06.

Subsection F — Public input. This is an opportunity for the public to address the council on

any matter.

Subsection G — Reports by departments and committees has been amended to read to

“Reports by departments and liaison groups” to reflect the name of the established groups.

Subsection H — Notices and communications remains the same.

Subsection | — Public hearings has been enacted to place all public hearings in the same

location on the agenda.

Subsection J — Unfinished business remains the same.

Subsection K — New business remains the same.

Subsection L — Pay bills has been amended to read “Consideration of hills”.

Subsection M — Adjourn meeting has been amended to read “Adjournment of meeting”.

Section 30.06 Communication and appearance requests Petitions-and-agenda:

The section has been bulleted, making it easier to read.

The section title has been amended to read: Communication and appearance requests.

Subsection A has been amended by striking the reference to petitions and papers.

» Petitions will automatically follow the process in State statute.

» Mail and “other papers” will be placed in the council member’s mailbox.

» If the papers involve an action item for the council, the matter will be brought before
the council as an agenda item.

» The section has also been amended to state that members of the public who wish to
make a presentation to the council, not “regular” testimony under public input, must be
contact the Administrator five days prior meeting.

An Ordinance of the Menahga City Council Amending Menahga Municipal Code
Chapter 30 City Council

The City of Menahga, Minnesota ordains:

Section 1. Classification. This ordinance shall be permanent in nature and shall be
incorporated into the Menahga Municipal Code.

Section 2. If any provisions of this ordinance is for any reason, held to be unconstitutional or
invalid, in whole, or in part, by any court or competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed
severable, and such unconstitutionality of invalidity shall not affect the validity of the remaining
portions of this law, which remaining portions shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 4. This ordinance is enacted pursuant to Minnesota Statute 412.221 Subdivision 32.

Section 5. Menahga Municipal Code Chapter 30 is hereby amended to read as follows (new
language is underlined and deleted language is stricken):

30.01 Meetings.
A. Regular meetings.
1. Regular meetings of the Council shall be held on the second Monday of each month at 7
p.m.
2. Any regular meeting falling upon a holiday shall be held on the next following business
day at the same time and place.
3. All meetings, including special ard-adjeurned meetings, shall be held in City Hall unless
the Council decides otherwise at a prior meeting or meeting in City Hall is impossible.
B. Special meetings.
1. Special meetings shall be called by the administrator at the written request of the Mayor

1. When a meeting is recessed or continued, the presiding officer shall state the time and
place for the meeting to occur and shall record the time and place in the minutes.
2. No further notice of the recessed or continued meeting is necessary.
F. +nitiat Organizational meeting. At the first regular Council meeting in January of each year,
the Council shall:
Designate the depositories of city funds;
Designate the official newspaper;
Choose one of the Council members as Acting Mayor, who shall perform the duties of the
Mayor during the disability or absence of the Mayor from the city or, in case of a vacancy
in the office of Mayor, until a successor has been appointed and qualifies;
Appoint officers and employees and members of boards, commissions and committees,
as may be necessary; and
Establish and appoint Council members to Council committees as are deemed appropriate
for the efficient and orderly management of the city.
G. Public meetings. All Council meetings, including special and adjourned meetings of Council
committees, shall be conducted in accordance with the Minnesota Open Meeting Law.

Three lifeguard positions are budgeted. However, if additional qualified candidates apply, a
request will be made to the council to hire additional lifeguards.

One lifeguard is required to be 18 and must be on duty with any lifeguard under the age of 18.

In 2016, it became apparent additional lifeguards were needed to cover the hours swimmers use
the lake. Adequate coverage is also needed when lifeguards take breaks and perform other
required duties which takes their attention away from the water. Those duties include cleaning
the restrooms, pavilions and beach.

It is increasingly difficult to find qualified lifeguards. To assist with finding new lifeguards,
administration recommends offering an incentive. The incentive reimburses the fee to obtain
certification. To qualify for reimbursement, the interested person (or persons) must successfully
complete the course, be hired by the City, and work for the City for a minimum of 40 hours.
Funds are budgeted for the reimbursement.

Seasonal mowing position:
One position is budgeted in the 2017 budget. The position will be advertised as a full-time,
temporary position, with the start date of May 1, 2017.

In 2016, it was difficult to find someone available to work full-time. After the season ended,
discussion led to the idea of hiring two part-time employees. The application process will be
monitored closely and if it becomes apparent that we are unable to hire a full-time person, a
recommendation will be made to the council to hire two part-time employees.
